ELIGIBILITY AND SELECTION CRITERIA

On behalf of the St. Gregory of Nyssa parish, the Scholarship Committee administers two distinct scholarship programs:  the Blischak Family Scholarship and the Mary Rentel Scholarship.  These two programs award scholarships annually to deserving Orthodox students who attend St. Gregory of Nyssa Orthodox Campus Church.  Scholarship amounts are governed by interest earned from trust funds, donations, monies generated through fundraising activities, and the number of students awarded scholarships.

Scholarships are awarded to currently enrolled and prospective college students who demonstrate intellectual, moral and spiritual excellence and who are Orthodox and who participate in the spiritual life of St. Gregory of Nyssa Orthodox Campus Church.  The number and size of awards are determined by the Scholarship Committee.
